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Dr. Ananda Chandra Sarma Sports Promotion Award - 2023

Tezpur, Sept 13: Like the previous year, to boost sports in the district, the “Dr. Anand Chandra Sarma Sports
Promotion Award” was presented at the inaugural function of the “Rajen Barthakur Memorial Tezpur Challenge
Cup” football tournament today by Tezpur District Sports Association.

The 2023 awards were presented to hockey player Parkil Ahmed and runner Mr. Abisek Mahali. Hockey
player Parkil Ahmed represented Assam in the National Junior Hockey Championships held in Gwalior in 2019-
20, Tamil Nadu in 2022, and Orissa in 2023. Runner Mr. Abisek Mahali won the bronze medal in the 3000m race
in the National East Zone Athletics Championship held in Patna, Bihar in 2023 and gold medals in 3000m and
1500m race in Under 18 categories in Inter-District Athletics Championship held in Guwahati in the same year.

To treasure the memory of Dr. Ananda Ch. Sarma, an accomplished sportsman, who in cricket
represented Assam in the Ranji Trophy, and in football represented Gauhati University Football Team in the
Inter-University Football Tournament, the family of Dr. A. C. Sarma with the cooperation of TDSA started this
financial award last year. The name of the award is “Dr. Ananda Chandra Sarma Sports Promotion Award”. The
award will be given every year to the needy sportsperson in “Olympic Sports” who at least achieved at the
state level. Tezpur District Sports Association will select one or more players for the award every year. Money
will be provided every year by a private trust set up by the family members of Dr. A. C. Sarma.

The award for the year 2022 was presented in the opening ceremony of the final of Tezpur District ‘A’
Division Football at Polo Field, Tezpur 21% August 2022. Recipients were Boxer Mr. Citra Raj Limbu and Athlete
Ms. Rimjim Saikia.

Mr. Limbu was the Gold Medalist in Boxing at Assam Youth Olympic 2022 in the 48 KG Category. He
also represented Assam in the National Boxing Competition in the 48 KG Category. Ms. Saikia is a double Gold
Medalist in 100 meters and 200 meters in Assam Youth Olympic 2022. Represented Assam in the National
Athletics Competition 2020 and won the Bronze Medal.

Vice Principal of Darrang
College and the cheque of rupees 25 thousand presented by TDSA President Mr. Jiten Borthakur. The certificate
to Mr. Abisek Mahali was presented by former chairman of Tezpur Municipality Mrs. Puspa Deka and the cheque
of rupees 25 thousand was presented by Mrs. Minoo Devee, Retd.
